Publishing in the Edo period supported the growth of Japanese culture and gave it shape. This lecture takes
an exciting look at picture books, considered the close cousins of ukiyo-e woodblock prints.
"Gozonji-no-shobaimono" (1782) was written by Santo Kyoden, an author of light literature who was popu-
lar in the late Edo period. The layout is reminiscent of a manga comic book.

This book depicts in detail the kind of literature that could be found in old Edo and just how beloved these
popular works were. Seeing things through the eyes of Edo citizens, we will travel back to old

Edo and see the city come to life, getting a glimpse of how ancient Japanese culture remains alive in Japan
today.

PhD, Japanese literature. Professor Tsuda is a specialist in classical Japanese literature, with a focus on Edo

B Mayumi Tsuda period novels. She obtained a doctorate in Japanese literature in 2001 from the Graduate School at Japan
Women's University. After lecturing at Japan Women's University, Gakushuin University, and other institutions, as
well as holding a research position at the National Institute of Japanese Literature, she joined Keio University as an
associate professor in 2008.
Her publications include: "Sant6-Kyozan: A Chronological History" (Perikansha Publishing) and "Master of Edo Picture
Books: Santo-Kyozan" (Shintensha).
Her research work includes two studies on ukiyo-e prints, "The Oborozuki-Neko-no-Soshi and depictions of cats in
the work of Utagawa Kuniyoshi" and"A Study of Ryto-tei Edo no Hananari and his surimono: Mori Narimoto's Kyoka
activities"; an inquiry into the Japanese language and national literature, "Considering the Hos6 ehonshu: Hinazuru
Sasayu-no-Kotobuki"; and "Culture as Pleasure: The Gosekku Osana Koéshaku".
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
